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Connect:
A = ground

B= the courtesy and dome light splice, connect B to the power wire coming in +

E=the courtesy and dome light splice. Connect E to the power feed to the lamps +

C= on the fuse box, cut the power feeding the windows and the radio and have this wire take the place of it
D=connect this to ignition power

F=connect this to the power that was feeding the windows and radio
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Connect:

A = door lock actuator tan wire (driver, cut the splice)
B= door lock actuators gray wires (both driver and passenger)
E= door lock actuator tan wire (passenger, the other tan wire)

C= the blue wires that command it to lock (found at the relay)
D= the black wires that command it to unlock (found at the relay)
F=leave it empty
Make sure to connect the orange wires that are at the door lock switches to ground. They run to the power acc fuse and it can be cut at your discretion, close to a ground hole (where you can connect it to ground). This will effectively convert your door locks to ground side switching. – modern wiring

B= connect it to a parking lamps relay that will also be added, it will control the lights when the alarm goes off or when you lock/unlock the car
C8 will also be connected to this relay just in a different cavity

Remains:

C7= connect it to the dimmer switch cavity, the white wire at the interior lights dimmer switch next to headlight switch

C12=optional, connect it to a separate lightbulb

C16=connect it to an l.e.d.

D1= connect this to where you cut the wire for C7, this one is going to the lights, whereas the other was going to the switch

D3= involve rewiring the hatch release switch and putting in a better relay

D4=is also involved in hatch release wiring
D6=connect it to the hot in run wire at the radio

D11=connect it to the driver side door jamb switch

D12= is the passenger door jamb switch

D13=senses the trunk opening and closing
